Ten tips for the pre-school/kindergarten parent: 

 

1. Show interest in your child's studies by talking with him daily 

about what he's learning and doing in school (don't take "nothing" for 

an answer!). Continue to read to your child. Nurture her love for 

books by taking her to the library or bookstore. 

2. Contact teachers periodically. Find out what your child should be 

learning, how she is progressing, and how you can help. Attend every 

meet-the-teacher event offered. Be a full partner in your child's 

education. 

3. Have regular family meetings. These help kids become disciplined 

and responsible. They also help you all enjoy your family life more, 

by reducing conflict among siblings as well as between you and your 

children. Communication between school and parents is importantðbut 

so is communication between parents and kids! 

4. Do arts-and-crafts projects with your child during the summer. 

Heôll get more comfortable using scissors, markers, and other supplies 

that heôll see plenty of in kindergarten. 

5. Establish routines with your child and stick to them. Prepare your 

child for a more structured day. Make a daily routine that includes 

mealtime, talking time, and reading time. 

6. Educate your child about 'stranger danger'. Teach your child not to 

talk to strangers. They should not accept gifts or lifts from someone 

that they do not know. 

7.Give all information about your child to the school especially 

medical and special needs. This will also ensure that your child gets 

any essential attention. 

8. Encourage independence. Children who are able to care for 

themselves and their belongings will feel more confident at school. 

Parents can encourage children to practice personal hygiene, such as 

wiping their nose and toileting independently. Resist doing for them 

what they can do themselves. 

9. Teach your child about hygiene. Encourage your child to wash 

their 

hands often to wash away germs! 

10. Consistently acknowledge and reward efforts at school. Praise is 

key as kids tend to repeat behavior that get attention. Take time to 

celebrate their recent report card and look for ways to encourage them 

to do their best. 

 

None of us are perfect and we sometimes make mistakes in raising our 

children. But your child needs your love and respect. Your 

understanding, common sense, judgment, and good sense of humor can 

make the school years a joy for both you and your child.
